TOUCH ID SCAM HITTING THE APP STORE

In separately reported incidents, apps posing as health assistants
invite users to use Touch ID before they show a calorie tracker, or e

take a heart rate measurement, or some other seemingly
legitimate function. Once you scan your fingerprint, though, the
apps briefly show an in-app purchase popup instead, charging
anywhere from $90 to $120, and simultaneously dim the screen
to make it hard to see the prompt. In some cases, even if you
decline to use Touch ID to enable a feature, the app asks you to
tap to continue—and try the in-app payment scam instead.

Rogue apps are a problem for both iOS and Android, although
they tend to be less prevalent for the former due to a more locked

down ecosystem,” says Jérdme Segura, head of threat
intelligence at cybersecurity firm Malwarebytes.

The good news is that anyone with an iPhone X or later won’t get caught up in the fraud, since
those devices don’t have a home button to begin with. To use Apple Pay with Face ID, you need
to double-click the side button on those devices.

That doesn’t help for older iPhones, though, of which there are plenty still in use. The best
anyone with an iPhone 8 or earlier can do is stay vigilant, and only use Touch ID on apps they

have reason to trust.
